Here are some examples of past activities that some cities organized:

o Caltrans and CHP lead a one day cleanup and e-waste recycling event resulting in 800,800
Ibs of litter collected, 1,163 shoulder miles cleaned, 39,376 sq ft graffiti removed and
42,862 lbs E-Waste collected.

Chico organized 458 volunteers to clean 1,432 Ibs of trash throughout 2,000 acres.
Apple Valley and 2,000 volunteers removed about 44,480 1bs of litter along 100 mi of road.
