HOW TO ORGANIZE YOUR

Now’s your chance to make a difference! Improve your local community and be one of
the thousands of volunteers involved in Keeping California Beautiful!

1. Form A Clean Up Committee: Organize a clean up committee by seeking out a few
people who share your passion for the cause. Set a meeting date and let the ideas flow.
Decide which project everyone wants to tackle.

2. Set A Date: Saturday mornings (8:00 a.m.-Noon) are best, with an alternate rain date
the following weekend. Make sure that an activity you are planning is not the same day as
another community event, especially one that relies on volunteers.

3. Contact Keep California Beautiful: We WANT to help! Call 916-368-9301 or visit
www.keepcabeautiful.org and request a Cleanup Registration Form. Fill it out and send it
in!

4. Beauty and the Businesses: Turn to local business owners to support your efforts. Ask
them to donate supplies (flowers, bulbs, paint and brushes, t-shirts, refreshments, etc.) and
provide window space for posters announcing your program or project. Ask their employ-
ees to help in your activities.

5. Enlist the Tall and the Small: Reach out to local scout troops, church groups and other
community organizations; ask them to roll up their sleeves and get involved. Also, contact
local radio, newspaper and television stations and alert them about your Keep California
Beautiful Clean Up Event/Project. Ask for their help in getting the word out!

6. Be Prepared: Make a checklist of the equipment you will need to remove litter, clean
up and/or beautify an area. Ask volunteers to bring their own equipment and encourage
them to wear sunscreen, proper clothing, sturdy shoes and heavy work gloves. Remember
KCB will provide some supplies.

7. Plan A Contest for Volunteers: Have a contest for most unusual item found, most
trashed collected etc...

8. Couldn’t Have Done It Without You!: Celebrate your achievements and say thank you
to your volunteers for an important job well done. Host a picnic or B.B.Q. after the event
and invite local officials, business owners, community and civic groups that helped you
create your Keep California Beautiful Clean up! Remember to recognize all of their con-
tributions through media and personal communications.

9. Don’t forget to send in your Wrap Up Report after your event!
